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We designed a rattan furniture series using the single freehand stroke ( “hito-fudegaki” ) as
the basic geometry, to make the most out of the material’ s light and soft qualities.
In the designs, the rattan creates graceful curves that seamlessly fit the contours of the
human body.

Using different combinations of rattan, which come in diverse textures, strengths, and
sizes, we imagined rattan furniture that feels like freely growing plants, tracing gyganic

curves in space.
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Biography
Kengo Kuma was born in 1954. He graduated from the Graduate School Department of
Architecture, University of Tokyo. He established Kengo Kuma & Associatées in 1990.

He is currently a University Professor and Professor Emeritus at the University of Tokyo
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after teaching at Keio University and the University of Tokyo. KKAA projects are currently
underway in more than 30 countries. Kengo Kuma strives for architecture that blends with
the local environment and culture

ffering flexible design on a simple human scale. He has used sudare in interiors and
furniture, in Japan and abroad, for about 10 years. This design, his first attempt at rattan

furniture, expresses rattan’s soft curves and continuity.
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In Shinto, the indigenous faith of Japan, it is believed that the myriad aspects of nature are divine,
encompassed by the term 'Yaoyorozu no Kami', meaning eight million gods. The Japanese have long revered

Vi the natural deities of Shinto. Bamboo, the material with which we have been deeply involved since our
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’ foundation, was regarded in ancient times as a sacred plant i bited by the gods, a 'Yorishiro', but has

become more familiar in the modern era. Our foundational product, the en 'M (bamboo blin once

graced the residences of the nobility and the practice of incorporating natural mater into living 1S

known as 'Shitsurai'.

We prioritize a sustainable lifestyle that decorates homes with natural materials and e the four seasons.
At Shikada Shitsurai, we deal not only with bamboo but also with other natural materials like 'Igusa’ (rush

=i, - : . gr , wood, and 'Washi' (Japanese paper), and since 1982, we have a rted handling rare rattan
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sustainable plant, utilizing the highest quality Manau rattan and making full use of all the material.

Since our founding, we have been engaged with natural materials alongside bamboo, and we have always
believed that the light yet sturdy rattan is perfectly suited for 'chairs'. In 2022, to celebrate our 110th

sary, we commissioned the world-renowned architect Kengo Kuma to d n our showroom and our
rattan furniture. Mr. Kuma has harnessed the unique properties of rattan to create organic designs.
